Mutual funds often charge a dazzling array of fees! The list of fees mutual funds have concocted is as impressive as it is depressing. Here are just a few of the mutual fund fees charged:

Just for the record, of all the 401(k) plans that I have personally reviewed, the IBM 401(k) Plus Plan was lower than the average fee charged for a low-cost investment plan at least for the investments held by that this particular client.  Although this plan is a low cost plan, it does not compare well with the plans that I prefer mainly because of the advantages I listed above under the section “Benefits include...”
